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INCUBATOR PRE-FLIGHT INSPECTION
All pilots are to complete the following procedure before carrying a baby in an incubator on board a Skyline Aircraft..

1. Visual inspection of the attachments for the incubator base to the aircraft for integrity and operational security. 

2. Visual inspection of the attachments for the incubator to the Incubator base  for integrity and operational security and tightness. (10mm spanner is available for ensuring overcentre clamps are tight.)
3. Both air and oxygen bottles are secure, have sufficient contents for the flight, and changed and inspected for integrity regularly by HBDHB.

4. Ensure all 4 locking pins of the incubator interface are fully out locking the incubator in position.
5. Visual and functional inspection of electrical circuit including Circuit Breaker and connections.

6. Patient harness system integrity and condition.
7. No excessive wear and tear on components.
