Training/Checking Agreement

(ii) When an Operator engages a Flight Examiner to conduct any competency check for the organisation; or 

(iii) When a Part 141 Training Organisation contracts as a Training or Checking Provider for an Operator

or Flight Examiner or Instructor Pilot as applicable

TERM OF AGREEMENT

Terms and Conditions

This document is Part 2 of the Training & Checking Provider Agreement and sets out the Terms and Conditions under which the Training Organisation will provide services for any outside Operator.

Definitions:
Operator means the holder of a certificate issue in accordance with Part 119.

Candidate means a pilot employee of the Operator

· Each check is to be carried out by an appropriately qualified Flight Examiner to the following terms and conditions in an aircraft that is:

1.  Fully airworthy, fuelled and equipped for the planned flight.

2.  Has a valid Release to Service.

3.  Insured to absolve the Flight Examiner and the Training Organisation of any liability in the event of aircraft, personnel and third party damage.

4.  Fitted with fully functional dual controls and equipped with a suitable means of communication between candidate and Flight Examiner.

5.  Fitted with instrumentation essential for the manoeuvring and flight rules planned are to be visible to the examiner without excessive parallax error. (the Flight Examiner will determine the interpretation of excessive).

· The Operator will provide the Flight Examiner with the relevant syllabus and documentation necessary to perform the training or checks requested.

· Except for circumstances allowed within Civil Aviation Rules where the Flight Examiner takes control, the Candidate is the Pilot in Command 

· Candidate and Flight Examiner are to be rated on the aircraft, appropriately licenced and unless provided for within Civil Aviation Rules, have a valid medical

· Operator will provide the Flight Examiner with familiarisation training of their operating, checking and training procedures. The Flight Examiner shall be advised of changes to procedures prior to any subsequent competency check.  

· When conducting competency check(s) the Flight Examiner shall have access to operational manual(s) and training records of the Candidate as required to complete the check.

· Prior to the check the Flight Examiner will brief the Candidate on the format of the check.

· Upon completion of each check a de-briefing will be conducted.

· Should the Candidate fail the check, the Flight Examiner will inform the Operator

· The Operator will be responsible for providing suitable facilities to conduct the required training and checking and any briefings.

· The Operator will be advised of the result of the check and any limitations imposed.

· Where applicable the Flight Examiner will make an appropriate entry in the Candidate’s logbook.

· Copies of the relevant check forms will be retained as records by the Flight Examiner.
